The regulatory requirements governing the activity of institutions are at least equivalent to the requirements of EC Directives 2006/48/EC and 2006/49/EC in the following foreign countries1:

1) the United States of America2,

2) Commonwealth of Australia, 

3) Japan,

4) Canada,

5) Swiss Confederation.

1 The regulatory requirements governing the activity of institutions in other countries may be recognised at least equivalent to the requirements of EC Directives 2006/48/EC and 2006/49/EC after their agreeing with the Commission.

2 The United States of America postponed the introduction of the new regulations of the Basle Committee on Banking Supervision. They will be introduced as of 2009. 
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
